Middle School Curriculum Structure

ESSENTIAL LEARNING PROGRAMS (ELPs)

The Essential Learning Program (ELP) builds students’ core skills in literacy and numeracy.
The ELP complements the Integrated Studies and Elective Learning Opportunity programs by
building skills in literacy and numeracy that underpin all curriculum areas. Students practice,
consolidate and develop these core skills during focussed teaching and learning sessions
conducted as part of the daily program. The three areas explicitly covered from the English
Syllabus include Reading and Viewing, Writing and Designing (including grammar, spelling and
punctuation) and Speaking and Listening. The five strands of the Mathematics Syllabus
explicitly taught through the ELP are Number, Chance and Data, Measurement, Patterns and
Algebra and Space.

INTEGRATED STUDIES (INS)

Integrated Studies is at the core of all learning at the Middle Campus. Integrated Studies are
built upon Essential Learnings from each of the eight Key Learning Areas. At Chancellor State
College, Integrated Studies are developed within one of five worlds that have their basis in
strands of the Science, SOSE and HPE syllabi. Essential Learnings from The Arts, Technology
and English syllabus documents create processes through which students learn and express
themselves. These processes reflect the application of higher order thinking, investigation,
creation and communication skills. To this end, processes are key components of each unit as
the student’s journey on the path of lifelong learning.

ENHANCED LEARNING OPPORTUNITIES (ELOs)

Enhanced Learning Opportunities (ELOs) are learning options designed to complement
Integrated Studies, by adding richness and depth of experience in Outcomes contained within
learning options chosen by students. ELOs are, therefore, based in Essential Learnings and
end with a Culminating Task that showcases the skills and knowledge developed during the
term or semester.

ELOs respond to a growing body of research that suggests that students as young as ten
respond positively to guided choice within the curriculum. As an options program, ELOs are
designed to attract students to an area of particular interest. The aim is to engage students in
activities that are relevant and stimulating. In all cases, ELOs have a direct link to future
educational and work pathways and add to the students’ breadth and enjoyment of learning
within a particular Key Learning Area. It is important that students choose their ELOs wisely,
after discussions with parents and staff to ensure that they are participating in many types of
experiences to create a well rounded and engaged person.

Choosing ELO Subjects

During the Middle Schooling years students will experience specialisation, through ELO
electives, based on interest, abilities and future career goals.

Make a decision about a combination of subjects that suits your future goals, study
requirements, abilities and interests.

Bk Choose subjects you enjoy!
We usually put more effort into a subject or activity we enjoy. Choose subjects that
hold your interest.

I Continue subjects you have done well in before
Previous success in a subject usually gives you a head start in tackling work at a
more advanced level. Build on your strengths!

I Choose as broad a range of subjects as possible
A wide range of subject choices will give you a sound, all round education. It also
develops interests in many areas, some of which you may like to specialise in later,
and it helps to keep your future options more flexible.

Bk Read the subject descriptions carefully
Many of the subjects have names that give a quick snapshot of what they offer. It is
important that you read the description to make sure that the topic is what you
expect!

= Do what YOU want to do
Just because your friends are choosing the subject does not mean it will be the best
option for you! Choose topics that suit you, challenge you and will keep you
interested for the entire semester. Try not to rely on the recommendations of your
friends! They may not have liked the subject for many reasons!

& Avoid the ‘Easy Option’
ELOs are designed to extend, challenge and grow your knowledge. If you pick an
ELO that you know you will find easy it is very likely that you will get bored and lose
interest! Try something new! Have a go at a subject that you know is not your best,
but you like it anyway!

ELO Subject Selection Process

1. Students will receive an ELO Subject Selection Handout. Form teachers and
Administration members will guide students through the contents. Students will be
issued with ELO Selection Forms.

2. Students and parents must complete the Subject Selection Form and return to the
School Office by Wednesday 11 November 2009 (Week 6).

3. Provisional ELO placements will be made and students notified by Wednesday 18
November 2009 (Week 7)

4. All ELO payments for 2010 ELOs must have been paid by Wednesday 02
December 2008 (Week 9). Please note that it is possible to enter into a payment
plan with the school.

Please note that students who have not paid for fee -paying ELOs by COB
Wednesday 03 December 2008 will be placed in ELOst hat carry no fees.

Choosing ELO Subjects

1. Students need to nominate to complete two ELOs, one per semester of study within
the school year. If an ELO is offered in both semesters, students may preference it
first on both occasions, thereby indicating their high level of interest in this subject. If
the student receives this preference early in the year, their second preference will
then be considered as the first preference later in the year.

2. Students are encouraged to select a broad range of ELOs. Students will be allocated
to TWO semester long ELO subjects, each one from a different field of study within an
Academy or different Academies. Students are strongly encouraged to consider
selecting ELOs that build on the knowledge and skills they have already developed.
Course availability will depend on student demand and resource availability and
students will be allocated to classes via two methods:

a. In order of forms received
b. Consideration of any previous ELO’s they have completed (Only in Year 8)
C. Consideration of students with identified behavioural or learning needs

3. Students need to consider carefully all ELO preferences, as places are limited.
Wherever possible, students will be given their first preference, however when a
preference form with an option that is already full is received, students will be
allocated their second preference and so on down the list.

4. Parents are advised that some ELO options incur a cost to cover consumable
materials. Invoices will be sent home upon the allocation of students to ELO classes.
Please note that during each semester, a range of ELOs are on offer that will incur no
cost to families.

5. Any concerns regarding placement in ELO options must be presented in writing to the
HOD Curriculum (Middle School). Only changes based on sound educational reasons
will be considered. No subject changes will be considered after the first week of ELO
classes.

Please Note: The Touch and Futsal Development Programs run for the entire year. When
giving these subjects a preference please select them as your top preference in both
semesters.

These programs both have special requirements for students that must be considered
before students are placed in them.
