The Chancellor State College Student Code of Conduct aims to define high standards of 
behaviour to ensure the students can participate positively within our community. 

Chancellor State College is committed to providing a safe, respectful and disciplined learning 
environment for all students, staff, parents and visitors. 

The Chancellor State College Student Code of Conduct sets out the responsibilities and 
processes we use in our school to promote a productive, effective whole school approach to 
discipline. 

Its purpose is to facilitate high standards of behaviour from all in the school community, 
ensuring learning and teaching in our school is prioritised, where all students are able to 
experience success and staff enjoy a safe workplace. 

As members of our College community we consider and respect the rights of others, 
appreciate individual differences and care about the wellbeing of our College community. 

 

Principalôs Forward 

Chancellor State College is a high performing Educational Institution and there is a great 
deal of evidence to support this claim. Chancellor State College is a P-12 flagship for 
Education Queensland and the Administration Team, Teaching Team, Ancillary and Support 
staff are focused on ensuring that student individual outcomes are testimony to the College 
motto óthe best we can beô. Our College aspires to partner students and their family as they 
aim for individual success. This is measured through the extensive individual opportunities 
and outcomes achieved by our students. Of course to guide this success, we have dedicated 
staff, supportive community and community connected students. Chancellor State College 
has a long and proud tradition of providing high quality education within the Sippy Downs 
educational precinct. 
We believe that strong, inclusive, positive relationships between all members of our College 
are the foundation to supporting the success of our students. 

The College Charter frames our Student Code of Conduct which describes what we value 
and the expectations for how we behave. Our communityôs safety and wellbeing is nurtured 
through behaviours that emphasise the 5Cs: 

Care: People are our greatest resource.  We value caring for one another, our environment and 
ourselves. 

Courtesy: Respect, tolerance and acceptance of difference will characterise our community. 

Cooperation: Together we will achieve what no individual is capable of.  Positive partnerships 
and effective teams will be formed to reach our goals. 

Commitment: As a community of learners, we will be unremitting in our focus on continuous 
improvement with every individual accepting personal responsibility and accountability. 

Challenge: To be innovative and inspiring in our search for excellence in curriculum, teaching, 
learning, performance and relationships that produces engaged, robust citizens and lifelong 
learners capable of shaping our future. 

These 5C values are embraced by students, staff and our community. 

These values have been used in the development of this Student Code of Conduct with the 
aim of shaping and building the skills of all of our students to be confident, self-disciplined 
and civic young people.  Our College staff believe that communication and positive 
connections with other people are the most valuable skills our communities need now and in 
the future.  

Chancellor State College staff take an educative approach to discipline; that behaviour can 
be taught and that mistakes are opportunities for everyone to learn.  Our Student Code of 
Conduct provides an overview of the College local policies on such things as the use of 
mobile phones and other technology, removal of student property and the approach to 
preventing and addressing incidents of bullying.  It also details the steps College staff take 
to educate students about these policies and how students are explicitly taught the expected 
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behaviours. Finally, it details the consequences that may apply when students breach the 
expected standards of behaviour, including the use of suspension or exclusion. 

I thank the students, teachers, parents and other members of the community for their work 
in bringing this Chancellor State College Student Code of Conduct together. Your interest 
and views shared throughout the process of developing this document has been 
invaluable.  It provides a clear explanation of expectations for those that are part of our 
learning community.  

 

P&C Statement of Support 

As president of the Chancellor State College P&C Association, I am proud to support the 
new Student Code of Conduct. The inclusive, transparent consultation process led by Mrs 
Leanne Jensen-Steele and the College Executive team has ensured that all parents have 
had multiple opportunities to contribute and provide feedback on the final draft.  This has 
been an important aspect in the development of the Chancellor State College Student Code 
of Conduct, as the awareness and involvement of parents is critical to ensuring all adults are 
able to support the students of the College to meet the set expectations.   

We encourage all parents/carers to familiarise themselves with the Chancellor State College 
Student Code of Conduct, and to take time to talk with their children about the expectations 
and discuss any support they may need. In particular, we want to emphasise the systems in 
place to help students affected by bullying.   

Bullying is a community-wide issue in which we all have a role to play in combating; however, 
it can have particularly devastating impacts on our young people.  It is important that every 
parent/carer and child of Chancellor State College knows what to do if subjected to bullying, 
regardless of where it occurs.  This includes cyberbullying, through the misuse of social 
media or text messaging.  It is important that parents/carers and children know that schools 
provide support and advice to help address problems of bullying, and the flowchart on page 
39 provides an excellent starting point to understand how to approach the College about 
these types of problems. 

As a óTalking Families Schoolô we also have a range of supports that we can access for 
Students and their families.  One of these supports are the Community of Practice sessions 
that parents and carers can attend.  These sessions are offered across the year and address 
different topics such as cyber safety, supporting the mental health of children and young 
people, and general support for parents/carers.   We encourage you to participate in these 
sessions where you are able. 

Any parents who wish to discuss the Chancellor State College Student Code of Conduct and 
the role of families in supporting the behavioural expectations of students are welcome to 
contact myself or to join the Chancellor State College P&C Association.  It is with your support 
and collaboration that will enable us to together with the College to ensure all students are 
safe, and appropriately supported to meet their individual social and learning needs. 

 

Student Leaders Statement 

On behalf of the student body at Chancellor State College, we endorse the Student Code of 
Conduct for 2020.  We have represented students on the consultation committee, provided 
feedback on draft materials and put forward the views of young people on a range of issues 
affecting their lives at school.  Throughout the year, we will continue to work with the College 
administration team and the Chancellor State College P&C Association about how the 
Student Code of Conduct is working, identify areas for improvement and present alternative 
options or suggestions for consideration. 

Any student who has questions or issues they would like raised by the School Captains are 
first encouraged to talk with their class representative, however, you are also invited to 
approach any of us directly. 
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Statement of Inclusivity 

At Chancellor, our Inclusive philosophy 
ensures that all students can access 
and fully participate in learning 
alongside their similar-aged peers. 
Inclusive strategies enable a learner 
with disabilities to participate in learning 
experiences on the same basis as a 
learner without disabilities. In all 
learning environments teaching and 
learning strategies are adjusted to 
meet studentsô individual needs. This is 
achieved by making adjustments to the 
delivery or mode of assessment, 
without changing the way the 
assessment is judged or marked. 

Inclusive education encompasses all 
aspects of school life and is supported 
by our College culture, policies, 
programs and practices. 
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Consultation 

Chancellor State College developed this plan in collaboration with our College community ï 
parents/carers, staff and students. In the first phase, we held a series of internal meetings with 
staff.  During these meetings, we examined a range of data sets on student and staff 
attendance, school disciplinary absences (SDA) and outcomes from the most recent School 
Opinion Survey.  We identified strengths and successes from our previous College behaviour 
plan, and areas for further development.  

We provided a survey to a range of students, parents and staff on school culture and climate.  
This included a request to respond to key themes from the earlier staff discussions about 
strengths and areas for further development. Participants were asked to rank their priorities 
and offer positive ideas and suggestions for improving the quality of relationships and 
communication in the College. 

Finally, a draft Student Code of Conduct was prepared and distributed for comment to all 
members of the College community.  This phase of consultation was completed in June 2020, 
and the finished version, incorporating suggested changes and feedback, was sent to the P&C 
Association meeting in Term 2, 2020 for endorsement.  The P&C Association unanimously 
endorsed the Chancellor State College Student Code of Conduct for implementation in 2020.   

A communication strategy has been developed to support the implementation of the 
Chancellor State College Student Code of Conduct, promotion through the College website 
and weekly newsletter.  Any families who require assistance to access a copy of the Chancellor 
State College Student Code of Conduct, including translation to a suitable language, are 
encouraged to contact the Principals. 

Review Statement 

The Chancellor State College Student Code of Conduct will undergo annual minor updates to 
reflect changing circumstances, data and staff.   A fulsome review is conducted every four 
years in line with the scheduled review process for the College planning, reviewing and 
reporting cycle. 

 

Data Review 

This section is used to report on key measures related to student discipline, safety and 
wellbeing using existing data sets available to all schools.  This provides an open and 
transparent reporting mechanism for the College community on the perceptions of students, 
parents and staff about College climate, attendance and school disciplinary absences. 

The Parent, Student and Staff Satisfaction data in the tables below is drawn from the School 
Opinion Survey.  The School Opinion Survey is an annual collection designed to obtain the 
views of parents/caregivers, students and College staff about what they do well and how they 
can improve. 

Opinions about the College, student learning, and student wellbeing are sought from   
parent/caregivers in all families and a sample of students.  

Opinions about the College as a workplace are sought from all College staff and Principals. 
There are additional questions for teaching staff about their confidence to teach and improve 
student outcomes. Principals are also asked about their confidence to lead the College and 
improve student outcomes.

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School Disciplinary Absences 

Principals use a range of disciplinary consequences to address inappropriate behaviour. 
Suspensions, exclusions and cancellations of enrolment are only used as a last resort option 
for addressing serious behaviour issues. Principals balance individual circumstances and 
the actions of the student with the needs and rights of school community members.  
 
All state schools are required to report School Disciplinary Absences (SDA) for the school 
year in their school annual report. There are four main categories of SDA: short suspension, 
long suspension, exclusion and charge-related suspension. 
 
The following table shows the count of incidents for students recommended for each type of 
school disciplinary absence reported at the school. 
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Learning and Behaviour Statement 

At the core of student academic success is the focus on 
ensuring the right conditions for learning. These conditions 
include regular attendance, active engagement, being well 
resourced and completing all assessment tasks. These 
areas of focus are referred to as the CORE FOUR. 

 
It is an expectation that students, with the support of their 
families and the College, meet their CORE FOUR commitments 
with the intention to attain positive academic outcomes. Explicit 
targets in each of these areas have been set by the College to 
support students as they develop and embed their learning 
routines for continued success.  

 
The targets are: 
 

CORE FOUR EXPLANATIONS TARGET 

1. Attendance Students are at school ready to learn, they 
present in uniform each day with the 
intention to ensure that every lesson counts. 

93% attendance rate or higher (all 
absences justified and explained) 

2. Engagement Students attend each lesson and are 
committed to learn, their behaviour and 
work ethic choices reflect their commitment 
to be the best they can be. 

Very Good behaviour and effort 
results (There has been no 
student disciplinary action) 

3. Resourcing Students are resourced to learn, having 
presented at class with the necessary 
materials and equipment as outlined in 
stationery and student resource lists. 

Access to all resources 
(provided through either financial 
membership of the SRS or by 
parents providing resources) 

4. Assessment Students take up the challenge of learning 
and demonstrate this learning through 
actively completing classwork and 
assessment tasks. 

All assessment is completed and 
submitted (as per College policy) 

 
As a community, we can be proud of the way the majority of our students already meet these 
expectations. The challenge is to avoid complacency and ensure that every child in every 
class, every day can be óthe best that they can beô by committing to the Core Four. 
The College Student Code of Conduct aligns to Education Queenslandôs Code of Behaviour, 
Learning and Wellbeing Framework and the National Values Education Framework. 

 

Restorative Practices 

Chancellorôs Student Code of Conduct is based on Restorative Practices where students and 
their respective communities of care are active participants in processes that ensure equality, 
justice and fairness. Victims are empowered to have their needs met and to have their 
experience validated. Offenders are able to tell their stories and be given the chance to make 
amends. And finally, the community of care can seek ways to ensure the incident does not 
happen again. When an incident occurs, we are concerned with answers to the following 
questions: 

¶ What happened? 

¶ Who has been harmed and affected? 

¶ What needs to happen to repair the harm? 

¶ How do we ensure there is no recurrence?

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Consideration of Individual Circumstances 
 

Staff at Chancellor State College take into account studentsô individual circumstances, such 
as their behaviour history, disability, mental health and wellbeing, religious and cultural 
considerations, home environment and care arrangements when teaching expectations, 
responding to inappropriate behaviour or applying a disciplinary consequence. 
 
In considering the individual circumstances of each student, we recognise that the way we 
teach, the support we provide and the way we respond to students will differ.  This reflects 
the principle of equality, where every student is given the support they need to be successful.  
This also means that not everyone will be treated the same, because treating everyone the 
same is not fair.  For example, some students need additional support to interpret or 
understand an expectation.  Others may benefit from more opportunities to practise a 
required skill or behaviour.  For a small number of students, the use of certain disciplinary 
consequences may be considered inappropriate or ineffective due to complex trauma or 
family circumstances.  These are all matters that our teachers and Principals consider with 
each individual student in both the instruction of behaviour and the response to behaviour. 
 
Our teachers are also obliged by law to respect and protect the privacy of individual students, 
so while we understand the interest of other students, staff and parents to know what 
punishment another student might have received, we will not disclose or discuss this 
information with anyone but the studentôs family.  This applies even if the behavioural 
incident, such as bullying, involves your child.  You can be assured that school staff take all 
matters, such as bullying, very seriously and will address them appropriately.  We expect 
that parents/carers and students will respect the privacy of other students and families. 
 
If you have concerns about the behaviour of another student at the school, or the way our 
staff have responded to their behaviour, please make an appointment with the Principal to 
discuss the matter. 

 

Statement of Wellbeing 

Informed by Education Queenslandôs óLearning and Wellbeing Frameworkô, Chancellor State 
College staff support wellbeing by building a positive learning culture ï providing challenging, 
interactive and engaging learning experiences and by nurturing relationships with families 
and the wider community. Students support their own wellbeing by being actively involved in 
their College and community ï and research on resilience shows a sense of belonging is 
critical for young people. Chancellor State College is committed to developing a rich College 
culture and positive ethos that creates a sense of belonging and self-responsibility, leading 
to positive behaviour, improved student attendance and achievement. We embed social and 
emotional capabilities in the general curriculum and are committed to improving educational 
outcomes for all students. 

This is aligned to ASOT (The Art & Science of Teaching) in particular questions 6, 7, 8 and 
9 which relate directly to Relationships, Routines and High Expectations. This alignment 
ensures these values are embedded within our teaching/learning framework. 

Chancellor State College offers a range of programs and services to support the wellbeing 
of students in our College.  We encourage parents/carers and students to speak with their 
class teacher or make an appointment to meet with the Guidance Officer if they would like 
individual advice about accessing particular services.   
 
Learning and wellbeing are inextricably linked ð students learn best when their wellbeing is 
optimised, and they develop a strong sense of wellbeing when they experience success in 
learning. The student learning and wellbeing framework supports state schools with creating 
positive school cultures and embedding student wellbeing in all aspects of school life through 
connecting the learning environment, curriculum and pedagogy, policies, procedures and 
partnerships for learning and life.

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Curriculum and pedagogy  
Schools build the foundations for wellbeing and lifelong learning through curriculum 
embedding personal and social capabilities (self-awareness, self-management, social 
awareness and social management) in the implementation of the Pï12 curriculum, 
assessment and reporting framework.  
 
We acknowledge the positive impact that a meaningful relationship between teacher and 
students can have on students' academic and social outcomes. As part of the whole College 
curriculum at Chancellor State College, we provide age-appropriate drug and alcohol 
education that reinforces public health and safety messages; HIV, Hepatitis C and sexuality 
transmissible infections education as part of a broader sexuality and relationships education 
program; and ensure CPR for Life in schools skills training is provided to all Year 10 and 12 
students.  
 
Policy and expectations 
Within the College community there are specific health and wellbeing issues that will need to 
be addressed for the whole College, specific students, or in certain circumstances.  
 
Drug education and intervention 
Chancellor State College implements drug intervention measures for students involved in 
drug-related incidents at school, during College activities or while in College uniform. This is 
managed to protect the health and safety of the student/s involved, other students, College 
staff and the wider community.  
 
Specialised health needs 
Chancellor State College works closely with parents/carers to ensure students with 
specialised health needs, including those requiring specialised health procedures, have 
access to a reasonable standard of support for their health needs whilst attending College or 
school-based activities.  
 
This means that appropriate health plans are developed and followed for students with 
specialised health needs, that staff are aware of the student's medical condition and that an 
appropriate number of staff have been trained to support the student's health condition.  
 
Medications  
Chancellor State College requires parent consent and medical authorisation to administer 
any medication (including over-the-counter medications) to students. For students requiring 
medication to be administered during school hours, the College can provide further 
information and relevant forms.   
 
For students with a long-term health condition requiring medication, parents need to provide 
the school with a Request to administer medication at school form signed by the prescribing 
health practitioner.  
 
Chancellor State College maintains a minimum of one defibrillator, adrenaline auto-injector 
and asthma reliever/puffer, stored in the Campus first aid kit to provide emergency first aid 
medication if required.  
 
Mental health 
Chancellor State College implements early intervention measures and treatments for 
students where there is reasonable belief that a student has a mental health difficulty. This 
includes facilitating the development, implementation and periodic review of a Student Plan.  
 
Suicide prevention 
Chancellor State College staff who notice suicide warning signs in a student should seek 
help immediately from the school Guidance Officer, senior Guidance Officer or other 
appropriate staff.  
 
When dealing with a mental health crisis, schools call 000 when there is an imminent threat 
to the safety of student in the first instance, and where necessary provide first aid. In all other

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situations, Chancellor State College staff follow suicide intervention and prevention advice 
by ensuring:  

¶ the student is not left alone  

¶ their safety and the safety of other students and staff is maintained  

¶ students receive appropriate support immediately  

¶ parents are advised  

¶ all actions are documented and reported.  
 
Suicide Postvention 
In the case of a suicide of a student that has not occurred on school grounds, Chancellor 
State College enacts a postvention response, by communicating with the family of the 
student and ensuring immediate support is provided to students and staff who may be 
affected.  
 
Where a suicide has occurred on school grounds or at a school event, Chancellor State 
College staff immediately enact the School Emergency Management Plan and communicate 
with the family of the student and ensure immediate support is provided to students and staff 
who may be affected.  

 

The Network of Student Support 
 

Chancellor State College is proud to have a comprehensive Student Support Network in 
place to help the social, emotional and physical wellbeing of every student.  In addition to the 
assistance provided by class teachers, we have a team of professionals whose dedicated 
roles are to help ensure our school is an inclusive, nurturing environment. 
 
Students can approach any trusted staff member at Chancellor State College to seek 
assistance or advice.  If they are unable to assist they will provide guidance and help ensure 
the student is connected to the appropriate representative of the Student Support Network.

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Whole School Approach to Student Engagement  

A strength of our College culture is that time is allocated to ensure that students are 
recognised for their successes and efforts. Numerous awards recognise commitment to our 
5Cs.The College is progressively refining our behaviour acknowledgement system as part of 
an approach to encourage and reward appropriate behaviour in our students. At the Primary 
Campus, each student commences every term on Gold Level behaviour. Students remaining 
on Gold Level at the end of the term will receive a certificate at a Gold Level. Throughout the 
term, inappropriate minor behaviours will result in yellow slips whilst major behaviours will 
result in red slips. A student will drop from Gold to Silver level as a result of slips being issued. 
Further slips will result in dropping to Bronze Level and then to No Level. A range of 
consequences are applied at No Level, including restrictions placed on attending special 
events and excursions.  

Throughout the year a range of acknowledgements and awards are presented to students 
who have performed well in the many different aspects of College life. The College promotes 
a range of excellence badges in the areas of Academia, Sports, Performing Arts, Community 
Support and Behaviour. Students earn points towards these badges for participating in a 
range of College activities and maintaining identified College standards. 

The following illustration has been adapted to align with the EQ Code of Behaviour and 
focuses on promoting positive relationships with all members of the College community. The 
practices move from proactive to reactive, along a continuum of support. Movement from one 
end of the continuum to the other involves widening the circle of care around the participant. 
The emphasis is on early intervention through building a strong base and an integrated 
approach to behaviour often being a component of learning and social issues.

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Differentiated and Explicit Teaching  

Chancellor State College is a disciplined school environment that provides differentiated 
teaching to respond to the learning needs of all students.  This involves teaching expected 
behaviours and providing opportunities for students to practise these behaviours. Teachers 
reinforce expected behaviours, provide feedback and correction, and opportunities for 
practise. 

Teachers at Chancellor State College vary what students are taught, how they are taught and 
how students can demonstrate what they know as part of this differentiated approach to 
behaviour. These decisions about differentiation are made in response to data and day-to-day 
monitoring that indicates the behavioural learning needs of students. This enables our 
teachers to purposefully plan a variety of ways to engage students; assist them to achieve the 
expected learning; and to demonstrate their learning. 

There are three main layers to differentiation, as illustrated in the diagram below. This model 
is the same used for academic and pedagogical differentiation. 

 

 
 

 

These expectations are communicated to students via a number of strategies, including life 
skills and My Journey lessons conducted by the class teacher, line ups, College parades, 
special events and College newsletters.

sense of community.  By working in partnership with many community and educational 
organisations we are able to assist the students to develop, reflect and refine and enact their 
Senior Education and Training Plans ensuring a clear focus on positive pathways to future 
successes.

Cyber Bullying Awareness Programs provide explanations about what cyber 
bullying is, the effects of this form of bullying and consequences. In conjunction to 
explicit teaching of ñeSmartò strategies in My Journey and HWB classes experts in 
the field of Cyber bullying and Internet Safety present student and parent/carer 
information sessions throughout the year.

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Student Leadership Program 

The College student leadership program, while different 
in its structure on both campuses has the common goal 
of recognising the potential of our students to be great 
leaders and encouraging them to take on leadership 
responsibilities within our College community. The 
underlying philosophy is one of participative decision 
making with the aim of stirring student involvement and 
participation in setting the direction of the College. 
Student Leaders on both campuses drive the 
development and implementation of College initiatives 
and special events within the spheres of community, 
cultural pursuits, sport, the environment, student and 
staff welfare and the enrichment of College life. 

Special Events/ Philanthropic Culture 

Our College community embraces a range of special 
events and philanthropic activities designed to enrich the life of students, staff and community 
members through learning and participation. Many events are focused on engaging students 
and enriching their lives through social, emotional, physical and academic learning 
opportunities, which help to shape them as positive and successful students. 

Focused Teaching  

The College facilitates a range of pro-active strategies and small group interventions 
strategies. These support initiatives are modified or sequenced each year to support the 
current student needs.   

The targeted level of intervention addresses conflict that has become protracted or is affecting 
others within the College community. A third party is often required to facilitate the Restorative 
process. Support programs can also be introduced to help the student re- establish their place 
with their peers. Some of the strategies used are: 

Refer to Appendix 2, 3 and 4 for the flowcharts explaining behaviour support process and 
referring studentsô of concernô for both campuses. 

Restorative Meetings are organised when an issue or incident occurs that may affect 
students in the class. These meetings are over and above the weekly class meetings that are 
held to improve relationships within the classroom and resolve minor issues that are happening 
at the College. A restorative meeting is established to resolve a significant incident that has 
affected students in the class through identifying what happened, who has been harmed and 
what needs to occur to repair the harm. The meetings are conducted by a combination of staff 
including the class teacher, behaviour support coordinator, and the College administration 
team. 

Time Out/Exit Classes provision for the use of Time Out as a proactive strategy as well as a 
behaviour management strategy. Time out is defined as giving a student time away from their 
regular class program/routine to another supervised room or setting. 

Re-Think Process is used to educate students about their behaviour and how it affects their 
learning and others. The process can occur in the class room or another room used to 
conference students. It generally involves students identifying their behaviours, how it affects 
others, who it affects, and when this generally occurs. Students then develop a plan for them 
to be re-introduced into class activities. Where the College behaviour support staff are 
facilitating the process, teachers and parents are consulted on the plan by the student. 
Parents/carers and teachers can provide feedback to the behaviour support staff and make 
any necessary modifications. The plan is monitored via different methods by the teacher, 
parents/carers, and College administration.  

Pro Active Support Programs have been developed and implemented to help students who 
are óat riskô of disengaging from their education or with their peers. The programs have a wide 
range of aims and strategies that target particular groups of students with similar concerns, 
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areas of interest and goals. The programs draw from the same needs that are addressed to 
the whole College through the My Journey curriculum (See page 5), however delivered to 
small targeted groups during class time. Students are selected from a range of data sources 
(for example; behaviour database, class reports, teacher/admin referral data) and parent 
permission is gained. Examples of age-appropriate programs that have been delivered at 
Chancellor State College are:

Intensive Teaching  

Via our Student Services departments, Chancellor State College has effective referral systems 
in place. Following referral we put into action a support process and relevant stakeholders are 
contacted to form a support team.  

The intensive level typically involves the participation of an even wider cross section of the 
College community or other agencies already working with the student and their family. Some 
of the strategies used are: 

Refer to Appendix 3, 4 and 5 for the flowcharts explaining behaviour support process and 
referring studentsô of concernô for both campuses. 

Individual or small group support is generally facilitated by the College Student Services 
staff or outside agencies. This process is used when the student is disengaged with College 
and/or their peers for many different reasons. 

Mediation occurs when an ongoing dispute between two or more people cannot be resolved. 
The College uses the restorative process to identify the key issues that are causing the dispute 
and to establish methods to resolve the problem. 

Positive Engagement Monitoring Card is a short term reflection tool designed to meet and 
support the needs of the student to allow them to meet the expectations of the College Code 
of Behaviour. 

Individual Behaviour Support Plans (IBSP) are designed to meet and support the needs of 
the student to allow them to meet the expectations of the College Code of Behaviour. IBSPs 
developed at Chancellor State College align with the standards suggested by Regional 
Behaviour Support Staff and focus on maintaining a supportive College environment for the 
identified student. Mandatory information contained within the IBSP (See Appendix Individual 
Behaviour Support Plan) 

Restorative Conferences are used when a significant incident has occurred and all involved 
would like to admit any guilt and repair the harm done.

Delegations 

Under the Education (General Provisions) Act 2006, state school Principals are responsible 
for ócontrolling and regulating student discipline in the schoolô.   
 
Principals are afforded a number of non-delegable powers to assist them to meet this 
obligation, including the authority to suspend, exclude or cancel the enrolment of a student at 
the school.  These decision-making responsibilities cannot be delegated to other staff in the 
school, such as Deputy Principals.   
 
The details of these responsibilities are outlined in the legislative instruments of delegation 
and instruments of authorisation provided below:

Disciplinary Consequences 

The disciplinary consequences model used at Chancellor State College follows the same 
differentiated approach used in the proactive teaching and support of student behavioural 
expectations.   
 
The majority of students will be confident and capable of meeting established expectations 
that are clear, explicitly taught and practised. In-class corrective feedback and rule reminders 
may be used by teachers to respond to low-level or minor problem behaviours.  
 
Some students will need additional support, time and opportunities to practise expected 
behaviours.  Approximately 15% of the student population may experience difficulty with 
meeting the stated expectations, and even with focussed teaching, in-class corrective 
feedback and rule reminders continue to display low-level problem behaviour.  A continued 
pattern of low-level behaviour can interfere with teaching and learning for the whole class, and 
a decision may be needed by the class teacher to refer the student to the school administration 
team immediately for determination of a disciplinary consequence.  
 
For a small number of students, approximately 2-5%, a high level of differentiated support or 
intensive teaching is required to enable them to meet the behavioural expectations.  This may 
be needed throughout the school year on a continuous basis.  The determination of the need 
will be made by the principal in consultation with staff and other relevant stakeholders. On 
occasion the behaviour of a student may be so serious, such as causing harm to other 
students or to staff, that the principal may determine that an out of school suspension or 
exclusion is necessary as a consequence for the studentôs behaviour.  Usually this course of 
action is only taken when the behaviour is either so serious as to warrant immediate removal 
of the student for the safety of others, and no other alternative discipline strategy is considered 
sufficient to deal with the problem behaviour.

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College Disciplinary Absences  

A School Disciplinary Absence (SDA) is an enforced period of absence from attending a 
Queensland state school, applied by the Principal as a consequence to address poor student 
behaviour.  There are four types of SDA: 

¶ Short suspension (1 to 10 school days) 

¶ Long suspension (11 to 20 school days) 

¶ Charge-related suspension  

¶ Exclusion (period of not more than one year or permanently). 
 

At Chancellor State College, the use of any SDA is considered a very serious decision.  It is 
typically only used by the Principal when other options have been exhausted or the studentôs 
behaviour is so dangerous that continued attendance at the school is considered a risk to the 
safety or wellbeing of the school community. 

Parents/carers and students may appeal a long suspension, charge-related suspension or 
exclusion decision.  A review will be conducted by the Director-General or their delegate, and 
a decision made within 40 schools days to confirm, amend/vary or set aside the original SDA 
decision by the Principal.   

The appeal process is a thorough review of all documentation associated with the SDA 
decision and provides an opportunity for both the school and the family to present their case 
in the matter.  Time is afforded for collection, dissemination and response to the materials by 
both the school and the family.  It is important that the purpose of the appeal is understood so 
that expectations are clear, and appropriate supports are in place to ensure students can 
continue to access their education while completing their SDA. 

 
Re-entry following suspension 
Students who are suspended from Chancellor State College may be invited to attend a re-
entry meeting on the day of their scheduled return to school.  The main purpose of this meeting 
is to welcome the student, with their parents/carers, back to the College.  It is not a time to 
review the studentôs behaviour or the decision to suspend, the student has already received 
a consequence through their disciplinary absence from school.  The aim of the re-entry 
meeting is for College staff to set the student up for future success and strengthen home-
school communication. 

 
Arrangements 
The invitation to attend the re-entry meeting will be communicated via telephone and in writing, 
usually via email.  Re-entry meetings are short, and kept small with only the Principal or their 
delegate/s attending with the student and their parent/carers. 
 
A record of the meeting is saved in OneSchool, under the Contact tab, including any notes or 
discussions occurring during the meeting. 
 
Structure 
The structure of the re-entry meeting should follow a set agenda, shared in advance with the 
student and their family.  If additional items are raised for discussion, a separate arrangement 
should be made to meet with the parents/carers at a later date and time.  This meeting should 
be narrowly focussed on making the student and their family feel welcome back into the 
College community.  
 
Possible agenda: 

¶ Welcome back to school  

¶ Check in on student wellbeing 

¶ Discuss any recent changes to College routine or staffing 

¶ Offer information about supports available (e.g. guidance officer) 

¶ Set a date for follow-up 

¶ Thank student and parent/s for attending 

¶ Walk with student to classroom 
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Reasonable adjustments 
In planning the re-entry meeting, College staff will consider reasonable adjustments needed 
to support the attendance and engagement of the student. This includes selecting an 
appropriate and accessible meeting space, organising translation or interpretation services or 
supports, provision of written and/or pictorial information and other relevant accommodations. 
The inclusion of support staff, such as guidance officers or Community Education Counsellors, 
may also offer important advice to ensure a successful outcome to the re-entry meeting.

College Policies 

Chancellor State College has tailored school discipline policies designed to ensure students, 
staff and visitors work cooperatively to create and maintain a supportive and safe learning 
environment. Please ensure that you familiarise yourself with the responsibilities for students, 
staff and visitors outlined in the following policies: 

 

¶ Temporary removal of student property 

¶ Use of mobile phones and other devices by students 

¶ Preventing and responding to bullying  

¶ Appropriate use of social media 
 
 

Temporary removal of student property 
 
The removal of any property in a studentôs possession may be necessary to promote the 
caring, safe and supportive learning environment of the school, to maintain and foster mutual 
respect between all state school staff and students.  The Temporary removal of student 
property by school staff procedure outlines the processes, conditions and responsibilities 
for state school principals and school staff when temporarily removing student property. 
 
In determining what constitutes a reasonable time to retain student property, the principal or 
state school staff will consider: 

¶ the condition, nature or value of the property 

¶ the circumstances in which the property was removed 

¶ the safety of the student from whom the property was removed, other students or staff 
members 

¶ good management, administration and control of the school. 
 

The Principal or school staff determine when the temporarily removed student property can 
be returned, unless the property has been handed to the Queensland Police Service. 
 
The following items are explicitly prohibited at Chancellor State College and will be removed 
if found in a studentôs possession: 
 

¶ illegal items or weapons (e.g. guns, knives*, throwing stars, brass knuckles, chains) 

¶ imitation guns or weapons 

¶ potentially dangerous items (e.g. blades, rope) 

¶ drugs** (including tobacco and vape juice or óEô and any associated implements 
and products) 

¶ alcohol 

¶ aerosol deodorants or cans (including spray paint) 

¶ explosives (e.g. fireworks, flares, sparklers) 

¶ flammable solids or liquids (e.g. fire starters, mothballs, lighters) 

¶ poisons (e.g. weed killer, insecticides)  

¶ inappropriate or offensive material (e.g. racist literature, pornography, extremist 
propaganda). 
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* No knives of any type are allowed at school, including flick knives, ballistic knives, sheath 
knives, push daggers, trench knives, butterfly knives, star knives, butter knives, fruit knives or 
craft knives, or any item that can be used as a weapon, for example a chisel. Knives needed 
for school activities will be provided by the school, and the use of them will be supervised by 
school staff. In circumstances where students are required to have their own knives or sharp 
tools for particular subjects or vocational courses, the school will provide information about 
the procedures for carrying and storing these items at school.  
 
** The administration of medications to students by school staff is only considered when a 
prescribing health practitioner has determined that it is necessary or when there is no other 
alternative in relation to the treatment of a specific health need. Schools require medical 
authorisation to administer any medication to students (including over-the-counter 
medications such as paracetamol or alternative medicines). 

 
 

Responsibilities  
 
School staff at Chancellor State College:  

¶ do not require the studentôs consent to search College property such as lockers, desks or 
laptops that are supplied to the student through the school; 

¶ may seize a studentôs bag where there is suspicion that the student has a dangerous item (for 
example, a knife) in their school bag, prior to seeking consent to search from a parent/carer 
or calling the police; 

¶ understand consent from the student or parent/carer is required to examine or otherwise deal 
with the temporarily removed student property. For example, staff who temporarily remove a 
mobile phone from a student are not authorised to unlock the phone or to read, copy or delete 
messages stored on the phone; 

¶ realise there may, however, be emergency circumstances where it is necessary to search a 
studentôs property without the studentôs consent or the consent of the studentôs parent/carer 
(e.g. to access an EpiPen for an anaphylactic emergency);  

¶ understand consent from the student or parent/carer is required to search the person of a 
student (e.g. pockets or shoes). If consent is not provided and a search is considered 
necessary, the police and the studentôs parents/carers should be called to make such a 
determination. 

 
Parents of students at Chancellor State College 

¶ ensure your children do not bring property onto College grounds or other settings used by the 
College (e.g. camp, sporting venues) that: 

o is prohibited according to the Chancellor State College Student Code of Conduct  
o is illegal 
o puts the safety or wellbeing of others at risk 
o does not preserve a caring, safe, supportive or productive learning environment  
o does not maintain and foster mutual respect; 

¶ collect temporarily removed student property as soon as possible after they have been notified 
by the Principal or state school staff that the property is available for collection.   
 
Students of Chancellor State College 

¶ do not bring property onto school grounds or other settings used by the school (e.g. camp, 
sporting venues) that: 

o is prohibited according to the Chancellor State College Code of Conduct 
o is illegal 
o puts the safety or wellbeing of others at risk  
o does not preserve a caring, safe, supportive or productive learning environment  
o does not maintain and foster mutual respect; 

¶ collect their property as soon as possible when advised by the Principal or state school staff 
it is available for collection.

Use of mobile phones and other devices by students 

Digital literacy refers to the skills needed to live, learn and work in a society where 
communication and access to information is dominated by digital technologies like mobile 
phones. However, the benefits brought about through these diverse technologies can be 
easily overshadowed by deliberate misuse which harms others or disrupts learning. 
 
In consultation with the broader school community, Chancellor State College has determined 
that explicit teaching of responsible use of mobile phones and other devices is a critical 
component of digital literacy. The knowledge and confidence to navigate and use these 
technologies safely while developing digital literacy is a responsibility shared between 
parents/carers, school staff and students.   
 
Responsibilities  
The responsibilities for secondary students using mobile phones or other devices at the 
College or during College activities, are outlined below.  Primary aged students are not 
permitted to use digital communication devices during the breaks or class times. These are to 
remain in school bags or in student desks during the day. 
 
It is acceptable for students at Chancellor State College to:  

¶ use mobile phones or other devices for  
o assigned class work and assignments set by teachers 
o developing appropriate literacy, communication and information skills 
o authoring text, artwork, audio and visual material for publication on the intranet 

or internet for educational purposes as supervised and approved by the school 
o conducting general research for school activities and projects 
o communicating or collaborating with other students, teachers, parents or 

experts in relation to school work 
o accessing online references such as dictionaries, encyclopaedias, etc.  
o researching and learning through the department's eLearning environment 

¶ be courteous, considerate and respectful of others when using a mobile device 

¶ switch off and place the mobile device out of sight during classes, before and after 
school, and during lunch breaks unless the device is being used in a teacher directed 
activity to enhance learning 

¶ seek teacher's approval where they wish to use a mobile device under special 
circumstances. 

 
It is unacceptable for students at Chancellor State College to:  

¶ use a mobile phone or other devices in an unlawful manner 

¶ use a mobile phone in technology-free designated spaces or times  

¶ download, distribute or publish offensive messages or pictures 

¶ use obscene, inflammatory, racist, discriminatory or derogatory language  

¶ use language and/or threats of violence that may amount to bullying and/or 
harassment, or even stalking  

¶ insult, harass or attack others or use obscene or abusive language 

¶ deliberately waste printing and internet resources 

¶ damage computers, printers or network equipment 

¶ commit plagiarism or violate copyright laws 

¶ ignore teacher directions for the use of social media, online email and internet chat 

¶ send chain letters or spam email (junk mail) 

¶ knowingly download viruses or any other programs capable of breaching the 
department's network security 

¶ use in-phone cameras anywhere a normal camera would be considered inappropriate, 
such as in change rooms or toilets 

¶ invade someone's privacy by recording personal conversations or daily activities 
and/or the further distribution (e.g. forwarding, texting, uploading, Bluetooth use etc.) 
of such material 
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¶ use a mobile phone (including those with Bluetooth functionality) to cheat during 
exams or assessments 

¶ take into or use mobile devices at exams or during class assessment unless expressly 
permitted by College staff. 

 
At all times students, while using ICT facilities and devices supplied by the College, will be 
required to act in line with the requirements of the Chancellor State College Student Code of 
Conduct. In addition students and their parents should: 

¶ understand the responsibility and behaviour requirements (as outlined by the College) 
that come with accessing the departmentôs ICT network facilities 

¶ ensure they have the skills to report and discontinue access to harmful information if 
presented via the internet or email 

¶ be aware that: 
o access to ICT facilities and devices provides valuable learning experiences for 

students and supports the College teaching and learning programs 
o the College is not responsible for safeguarding information stored by students 

on departmentally-owned student computers or mobile devices 
o schools may remotely access departmentally-owned student computers or 

mobile devices for management purposes 
o students who use a school's ICT facilities and devices in a manner that is not 

appropriate may be subject to disciplinary action by the school, which could 
include restricting network access 

o despite internal departmental controls to manage content on the internet, 
illegal, dangerous or offensive information may be accessed or accidentally 
displayed 

o teachers will always exercise their duty of care, but avoiding or reducing 
access to harmful information also requires responsible use by the student. 

 

Preventing and responding to bullying  

Chancellor State College is guided by the Queensland Governmentsô Student Learning and 
Wellbeing Framework   and the Australian Student Wellbeing Framework to promote positive 
relationships and the wellbeing of all students, staff and visitors at the school. 
 
Our staff know student learning is optimised when they feel connected to others and 
experience safe and trusting relationships. Students who feel secure are more likely to be 
active participants in their learning and to achieve better physical, emotional, social and 
educational outcomes. Teachers who feel valued and supported are more likely to engage 
positively with students and build stronger connections within the College community. 
Parents/carers who are positively engaged with their childôs education leads to improved 
student self-esteem, attendance and behaviour at school.  Enhancing the wellbeing of students 
and their educators delivers overall long-term social, health and economic benefits to the 
Australian community. 
 
Chancellor State College has numerous student leadership forums, with diverse 
representatives from each year level meeting regularly with the College leadership team to 
promote strategies to improve student wellbeing, safety and learning outcomes.  The standing 
items on the agenda for each student leadership forum are the core elements of the Australian 
Student Wellbeing Framework:

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1. Leadership 
Principals and school leaders playing an active role in building a positive learning 
environment where the whole school community feels included, connected, safe and 
respected. 
 
2. Inclusion 
All members of the school community actively participating in building a welcoming school 
culture that values diversity, and fosters positive, respectful relationships. 
 
3. Student voice 
Students actively participate in their own learning and wellbeing, feel connected and use their 
social and emotional skills to be respectful, resilient and safe. 
 
4. Partnerships 
Families and communities collaborating as partners with the school to support student 
learning, safety and wellbeing. 
 
5. Support 
School staff, students and families sharing and cultivating an understanding of wellbeing and 
positive behaviour and how this supports effective teaching and learning. 
 
A priority for our Student Leaders is contributing to the implementation of strategies that 
enhance wellbeing, promote safety and counter violence, bullying and abuse in all online and 
physical spaces.   
 

 
Bullying 
 
The agreed national definition for Australian schools describes bullying as 

¶ ongoing and deliberate misuse of power in relationships through repeated verbal, physical 
and/or social behaviour that intends to cause physical, social and/or psychological harm; 

¶ involving an individual or a group misusing their power, or perceived power, over one or more 
persons who feel unable to stop it from happening; 

¶ happening in person or online, via various digital platforms and devices and it can be obvious 
(overt) or hidden (covert). Bullying behaviour is repeated, or has the potential to be repeated, 
over time (for example, through sharing of digital records); 

¶ having immediate, medium and long-term effects on those involved, including bystanders. 
Single incidents and conflict or fights between equals, whether in person or online, are not 
defined as bullying. 
 
Behaviours that do not constitute bullying include: 
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¶ mutual arguments and disagreements (where there is no power imbalance) 

¶ not liking someone or a single act of social rejection 

¶ one-off acts of meanness or spite 

¶ isolated incidents of aggression, intimidation or violence. 
 
However, these conflicts are still considered serious and need to be addressed and resolved.  
At Chancellor State College our staff will work to quickly respond to any matters raised of this 
nature in collaboration with students and parents.   
 
Appendices 3 and 4 explain the actions Chancellor State College staff will take when they 
receive a report about student bullying, including bullying which may have occurred online or 
outside of the school setting.  Please note that the indicative timeframes will vary depending 
on the professional judgment of teachers who receive the bullying complaint and their 
assessment of immediate risk to student/s. 

Cyber-bullying 

Cyberbullying is treated at Chancellor State College with the same level of seriousness as in-
person bullying.  The major difference with cyberbullying however, is that unlike in-person 
bulling, cyberbullying follows students into their community, their homes and their bedrooms, 
giving them no opportunity to escape the harassment or abuse during the evening, weekends 
or holidays.    
 
In the first instance, students or parents/carers who wish to make a report about cyberbullying 
should approach the regular class teacher (for students in primary year levels) or the form 
class teacher (for students in secondary year levels).   
 
It is important for students, parents/carers and staff to know that state school Principals have 
the authority to take disciplinary action to address student behaviours that occur outside of 
school hours or school grounds.  This includes cyberbullying.  Parents/carers and students 
who have concerns about cyberbullying incidents occurring during school holidays should 
immediately seek assistance through the Office of the e-Safety Commissioner or the 
Queensland Police Service. 
 
Students enrolled at Chancellor State College may face in-school 
disciplinary action, such as detention or removing of privileges, or more 
serious consequences such as suspension or exclusion from school for 
engaging in behaviour that adversely affects, or is likely to adversely affect, 
other students or the good order and management of the College. This 
includes behaviour such as cyberbullying which occurs outside of school 
hours or settings, for example on the weekend or during school holidays.  
It also applies to inappropriate online behaviour of enrolled students that is 
directed towards other community members or students from other school 
sites. See Appendix 1 - Acceptable Use of Electronic Devices. 
 
Parents/carers or other stakeholders who engage in inappropriate online behaviour towards 
students, staff or other parents may be referred to the Office of the e-Safety Commissioner 
and/or the Queensland Police Service.  State school staff will be referred for investigation to 
the Integrity and Employee Relations team in the Department of Education.
